	Text1: I attended the Mar Vista Community Council meeting on July 11, and witnessed the vote, 10-1 in favor of seeing the Great Streets / Vision Zero pilot program through to its intended end in 2018.  I was extremely upset when the MVCC decided to re-vote on this motion.  The omission of support for this program on the official agenda, as pointed out by Sherri in her filed grievance, is worrisome to me.  In July the community was almost equally divided on this issue, with a slight majority speaking on behalf of keeping the lanes as they are until the end of the Pilot Program, so that hard data can be assessed.  I have lost a great deal of faith in the Council as they have clearly succumbed to intense pressure from the Restore supporters, who have shown up to our meetings yelling, screaming, intimidating and interrupting speakers, and all manner of bullying to the point that we now have to have a police presence (six officers!) at the meetings.  There is no hard data that supports any of their allegations as of yet (this is why it is important to see the program through).  The MVCC also allowed a motion presented by the Restore supporters to discuss and debate recommending a bike light after dark law to the City.  The state of California already has a set of laws in place regarding this.  The Council's allowance of debate on motions that are already established laws, is both redundant and a waste of precious time.  The fact that they even entertained the idea of re-voting a motion that has already been decided, not two meetings ago, makes me feel like the systems in place are not working, that our Council is devolving, and so goes our neighborhood and its stakeholders.  I have always been proud of our MVCC.  However, at this point, I encourage you to step in to make sure that we are not left rudderless, as our we are in great need of objective leadership, and the assurance that our constituency receives true, accurate representation to our City Council District.  I fully support Sherri's efforts in making sure the Council gets back on track.
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
